ACIA Article 5: National Treatment (NT)

Each Member State shall accord to investors of any
other Member State treatment no less favourable than that it
accords, In like circumstances, to its own investors with
respect to the admission, establishment, acquisition,
expansion, management, conduct, operation and sale or
other disposition of investments in its territory.



ACIA Article 6: Most-Favoured-Nation Treatment (MFN)

Each Member State shall accord to investors of
another Member State treatment no less favourable than that
it accords, In like circumstances, to investors of any other
Member State or a non-Member State with respect to the
admission,  establishment,  acquisition,  expansion,
management, conduct, operation and sale or other
disposition of investments.



ACIA Article 8: Senior Management and Board of
Directors (SMBD)

1. A Member State shall not require that a juridical person
of that Member State appoint to senior management
positions, natural persons of any particular nationality.

2. A Member State may require that a majority of the

® On 23 June 2009, the United States requested consultations with
China with respect to China's restraints on the export from China of

various forms of raw materials.

® Four types of export restraints imposed on the different raw materials
at issue: (i) export duties; (ii) export quotas; (iii) minimum export
price requirements; and (iv) export licensing requirements.

® The raw materials subject to the export restraints are various forms

of bauxite, coke, fluorspar, magnesium, manganese, silicon carbide,

silicon metal, yellow phosphorus and zinc.



UINTNITDINANITAIVDNUIVDIIU (F1D)

China had argued in its defence that some of its export duties and quotas
were justified because they related to the conservation of exhaustible

natural resources for some of the raw materials.

As for other of the raw materials, China had claimed that its export quotas

and duties were necessary for the protection of the health of its citizens.

On 5 July 2011, the WTO panel report that China was not able to
demonstrate that it imposed these restrictions in conjunction with
restrictions on domestic production or consumption of the raw materials so

as to conserve the raw materials.

The panel also found that export quotas imposed by China on some of the

raw materials were inconsistent with WTO rules.



UINTNITDINANITAIVDNUIVDIIU (F1D)

® The Panel also found that certain aspects of China's export licensing
regime, applicable to several of the products at issue, restrict the

export of the raw materials and so are inconsistent with WTO rules.

® On 31 August 2011, China notified the DSB of its decision to appeal

certain issues of law and legal interpretations of the panel report.

® On 30 January 2012, The Appellate Body further upheld the Panel's
conclusion that China did not demonstrate that its export quota on
refractory-grade bauxite was “temporarily applied” to either prevent

or relieve a “critical shortage”



UIATNTINANITAIDONUTUVBIDY (D)

® on 23 March 2012, China informed the DSB of its intention to
implement the DSB recommendations and rulings but that it would

need a reasonable period of time to do so.

® on 28 January 2013, China reported that the application of export
duties and export quotas to certain raw materials had been
removed (had taken effect on 1 January 2013). Through those
measures, China had fully implemented the DSB's

recommendations and rulings in these disputes.

® On 13 March 2012, the United States requested consultations with
China with respect to China's restrictions on the export of various

forms of rare earths, tungsten and molybdenum.
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
